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Making Big Numbers

@ MATERIALS

2 sets of 0-9 Digit Cards cardstock (20 cards), 5 Counters cardstock,
paper, pencil

@ DIRECTONS
1. Each player makes a recording sheet like the one shown below.

2. Each player uses one set of 0-9 Digit Cards. Shuffle the cards and pla
them in a stack facedown on the table.

3. Player 1 tumns over the top card, records the number on that card in
any one of the place value columns on the recording sheet, and plac
the card in a discard pile. Player 2 turns over the top card, records th
number in the same way, and places the card in a discard pile.

4. Players alternate turns until each player has created a 4-digit number
Numbers must be recorded before the next card is drawn and canno
be changed once they are written.

5. Players record a number sentence comparing their number to the
other player's number. The math symbols <, >, and = should be used

6. The player with the larger number receives a counter.
7. Afterfive rounds, the player with more counters is the winner.
