Assessment

1.TTW  Introduce story vocabulary for The Case of the Blurry Board using Lyndsay’s ppt; http://teacherweb.com/LA/AbneyElementary/Martinez/apt4.stm 
Modeling Strategies –Vocabulary Development (mini lesson – small group?)
3. TTW place a list of cvc (man, set, pit, dog,…-short sound)words on board and a list of cv(he, she, me, so, -long sounds) words on the board and note the patterns. TTW place two syllable words on board and review; med-dle, set-tle, lit-tle. Bot-tle, can-dle, de-cent, ce-ment,  i-dol, 
4. Read and Discuss “The Case of the Blurry Board” Text pg. 18-19. Use the GO Chart strategy to discuss the story; Triangle – characters, setting, problem; Rectangle – 4 events that led to the solution; Circle – how was the problem solved

4. Centers: 
-Word Skill Center; With my partner I can list 10 once syllable words from my reader that have the cvc pattern on the chart. I can find 5 two syllable words that have the cvc pattern in my book.

Small Group

Use the Kagan “Fan and Pick” strategy to discuss the above. The GO Chart retelling questions with the triangle, rectangle, circle can be placed on cards for review.
Whole Group

1. Come back together and discuss answers. 

2. Centers can be completed as needed to rotate through groups. (see day 2 lesson)

3. Writing prompt; What abilities or skills must every good detective have/\? Write a list.   Or What is your favorite mystery or story? Tell about it.

2. Continue discussing of Missing Lunch as needed from Day 3.

3. TTW read about the author with partner on pg. 36 and answer the questions on pg. 37 in notebook.
4. TTW provide students with center time to complete rotations.
