Number of Players: 3 in a group 

Directions: Mix up the cards and deal three cards to each person. The rest of the cards are placed face down on the table. Player one begins by asking any other person if they have the matching definition or word card for one of the terms in their hand. If that person has it, they must give it to the asker. If not the asker has to fish for another card in the stack. If there is a match, the asker removes the pair from his hand and takes another turn.
