Social Studies Lesson  One
Student Understanding: #5 and 6

Day 1
I.  Display 1st slide from PowerPoint and ask students to write the names in their SS notebook from smallest to largest.  Ask students to share their results. 

II. Display next slide and have students correct any mistakes. 

III. Next slide will lead to vocabulary words for this week. 
IV. Homework: Have students name where they live according to all vocabulary words. (Ex: State—Louisiana) (Homework will be on PowerPoint)
Day 2
I.  Hand out the United States map and have the students color the US “Yellow “and label the Oceans on 
     either side of the country. Then have them color the state of Louisiana “Blue.” 
  II. Ask the students questions referring to the relationship of the different land forms and areas, ex: is   

       LA larger or smaller than the US? 

III.    Now have students identify why being close to Mississippi River would be a benefit to the land. (Answers: example---water can help plants, crops; more fish for larger animals to eat, etc)                                                       
Have the students now identify how a Hurricane could affect the land. (Be careful that they do not talk too much about the affects on people and houses etc.) Keep them focused on natural land like falling trees, loss of wildlife, habitats. 

Complete the same with volcanos and tornados 

IV. Play PowerPoint for students to take notes
V. Homework will be on PowerPoint (Pick one natural disaster and draw a picture to show how a city would look after. Read notes out loud or to yourself 4 times)

Day 3
I.  Play PowerPoint for students to copy down what will be on quiz
II. Teacher will demonstrate partner study skills. Students will them be put into pairs according to teacher’s discresion. Feel free to introduce a KAGAN strategy at this time. 

Homework: Study for Quiz 

Day 4
I. Quiz on definitions, identifying size of different land masses, things that affect the Earth’s land
II.  After test: Have students take out US Maps from Tuesday. Have them add the Mountains using the textbook pages: LA3
Day 5
I. Have students take out their maps and verify the correct placing of mountains and gulf. (Appalachian and Rocky, also Gulf of Mexico)
II. Using your elmo to display your map, have students place compass on map. 

III. Display following questions to students: 
                        What ocean is to the west of Louisiana? 

                        What ocean is to the east of Louisiana? 

                         The Gulf of Mexico is in which direction from Louisiana? 

                         Which state is north of LA? 

                        Which state is south of Louisiana? (Trick question) 

IV. Pass out world maps and have students write the names of the continents on the back. (listing the numbers)
