6. Three factors that affect weather are:  elevation, distance from a large body of water, or distance from the equator.

8. The four types of climates in the United States are tropical, temperate, subarctic, and polar.
9. The coldest climate is polar and is further from the equator.

10. Tropical climates are usually very warm and are nearest the equator.
